Grease
the dough, cover, and
let rise until double in
bulk. Without
kneading again, pinch
off small pieces, shape
slightly, and place by
threes in greased
muffin tins to form
cloverleaf rolls. Let
rise again until double.
Bake 25 min. in 375
oven until golden
brown.

“If the drain slows or you check and see material built up in the elbow, just
turn the knob, and the paddle pushes it on through the pipe,” explained Ahuja.
“The paddle sweeps and scrapes the chamber, keeping it cleaned out.”

In operation, the paddle stays in the bottom of the chamber, forcing drain
water to spill over it. That alone actually creates more turbulence so less de-
bris tends to collect. The paddle also helps trap items that accidentally fall
into the drain like a ring. Turning the paddle slightly lifts them up for easier
retrieval.
