“I enjoyed reading the story in your last issue about the pants stretcher made
by Loron Skretteborg. I’ve noticed that my jeans, too, are mysteriously shrink-
ing. So I decided to make a pants stretcher like Skretteborg’s but I didn’t have
the correct size tubing. I checked in the back of my semi tractor and found an
old ‘load lock’,” says Spider Lawman of Laurens, Iowa.

“After about a half hour of tinkering I came up with my own version of a
pants stretcher. It works remarkably well.”

The load lock was originally 8 ft. wide and consisted of one pipe that tele-
scoped inside another pipe, with a ratchet lever used to extend or retract the
telescoping pipe. Lawman used a hacksaw to cut both pipes down to the width
he needed and attached small steel plates to the ends.

“I used a magic marker to make a mark so I can make my pants the same
size every time,” says Lawman. “I just moisten the waist band a little and
insert the load lock, then clamp a vise grip on the pants button hole so the hole
doesn’t get stretched out. Then I tighten the ratchet lever to the desired size.”

One hot summer day, Rex Gogerty of Hubbard,
Iowa, got to thinking about how cool it was down
in his basement - and how much money he was
spending on electricity to cool the upper floors of
the house.

That’s when he got the idea for a low-cost way
to spread that cool basement air around.  He put a
box fan on a chair at the base of the stairs and
pointed it upward.  He doesn’t really know how
much it saves but it cools off the room at the top
of the stairs and costs very little to run.

The Mosquito Motel invites pesky bugs in - and
won’t let them out again.

“This captures all sizes of mosquitoes and
other bugs. It’s a new concept that uses no
chemicals,” says Stan Price, owner of Mosquito
Mart in Beaumont, Texas.

Flying insects are attracted to the unit by its
ultraviolet lights and the carbon dioxide pro-
duced by light hitting titanium oxide coated
panels. When insects enter the unit, a quiet fan
pushes them down into a capture net at the bot-
tom where they dehydrate and die.

You plug the Mosquito Motel into a regular
110-volt outlet in a cool, dark, damp area with
some type of cover - the units are not designed
to be in the rain. Horse barns, porches and lean-
tos are good locations, Price says. The motel uses 26 watts of electricity and
should be plugged in at all times.

The machine is non-discriminate about the bugs it kills, Price adds, though
he’s never seen it lure honeybees. In very buggy areas, you need to empty the
unit every other day. The bottom has a handy twist lock for easy removal.

Price notes other units that work on the same principle cost as much as
$900. His imported 7 by 14-in. model “does an awfully good job for the
money.”

Mosquito Mart has a summer special of $59.95 and a 90-day warranty.
Extra ultraviolet lights can also be purchased for $6.99/pair. Lights typically
last about six months, Price says. Mosquito Motel comes in black or green.

Ernie Herschberger,
Humboldt, Ill. likes to make
big, beautiful gates that reflect
his love for horses. He has
made three gates, all of which
are at least 10 ft. high, that fea-
ture steel wheels off old horse-
drawn cultivators.

The main gate to his farm
uses a small cultivator wheel
as part of an overhead metal
span, which is attached to the
top of two telephone poles.
Two metal cross bars contain

the wheel while a chain of welded-together horseshoes adds to the charm. The
bottom part of the gate consists of two large cultivator wheels supported by
some cross bars.

An 8-ft. wide double gate is part of an enclosure for his five horses. In the
past, the enclosure was also used for some white deer that he was raising. The
gate consists of two 4-ft. wide gates with a frame made from sq. tubing. The
bottom half of the gate consists of expanded metal with a 4-ft. dia. cultivator
wheel welded to it. The wheels are welded to the tubing. A series of metal bars
extend vertically above the expanded metal.
