Welders, based on patented 
technology, that attach to any engine, creat-
ing a powerful mobile welder that you can 
take anywhere.

Blazina continues, “Then, after they get a 
chance to try our welder, professionals typi-
cally remark that it’s the best welder they’ve 
ever used, the next question is usually, ‘Why 
haven’t I heard about this before?’  The 
answer’s simple -- in the USA, our welders 
are not usually shown, or sold, in stores that 
sell conventional welding equipment.  And, 
if someone asks about one they’ll often be 
told that ‘it doesn’t exist,’ or that ‘such a 
thing’s impossible.’”

Blazina elaborates, “It’s all about money.  
Welding stores make a lot of profi t selling, 
and servicing, conventional engine-driven 
welders. The initial sale puts a lot of dollars 
in their pocket.  Service puts in even more.  
And, since repairing a conventional welder 
more than a couple years old costs almost 
as much as buying a new one -- 3 to 5 years 
out they make a new sale.

“On the other hand,” Blazina states, 
“ZENA welders are a lot less expensive to 
buy, outperform conventional engine-driven 
machines, have better long term reliability 
- and are completely, and easily, user ser-
viceable.

“So the features that make the ZENA 
welder so attractive to a potential customer 
scare the welding store dealer.  They fi gure, 
if a customer knows about us, they might 
not buy that super profi table engine-drive 
welder.  And they don’t like thinking that, 
even if they do choose to sell that customer 
a ZENA welder, they’ll make less dollars 
on the sale.  They also worry about losing 
their franchise with major welding equip-
ment manufacturers if their sales of those 
company’s products fall off.

“So,” Blazina concludes, “most try to keep 
us a big secret -- never telling their custom-
ers that a modern option to conventional 
equipment exists.

In addition to free-standing gas or diesel 
engines, ZENA welders can be fi tted to trac-
tors, pickups, cars, utility vehicles -- even 
garden tractors.  Many people use ZENA 

welders to repair/rebuild older, burned-out 
welders with working engines.  Others build 
hydraulic or pto-driven welders.  For those 
who aren’t so handy, ZENA also has fac-
tory-built hydraulic and pto-drive welding 
systems - as well as custom bracket kits to 
fi t ZENA welders to almost any American-
made pickup truck.  ZENA also has dealers 
who build, and sell, complete engine driven 
welders.

Welding power from ZENA welders 
ranges from 150, to over 1200 amps. All 
models are 100 percent duty, and all come 
standard with 20-ft.long welding cables.  
Overall cable length can be extended to 
more than 400 ft.  Accessories that let you 
use the ZENA welder as a power source for 
CV or CC MIG or Flux Core wire welding, 
TIG welding, arc gouging, or even as an 
ultra high power fully automatic battery 
charger/jump starter, are also available.

Blazina notes, “Our welding systems do 
the job of engine-driven welders selling from 
$4,000 to well over $20,000, are much more 
convenient to use, and can be incredibly 
portable.  And because, unlike any other 
welder, all of the welding controls that an 
operator needs are literally at their fi ngertips.  
Remote controls are built into the electrode 
holder, completely eliminating the need to 
go back and forth to a generator’s control 
panel to set, or change, welding power.  With 
a ZENA welder, you can even adjust power 
while you are welding.  A level of control 
that most welders have never experienced.”  
He continues, “Just imagine a harvesting 
operation with one of our welders on a truck 
or tractor, making time and money-saving 
equipment repairs right in the fi eld. Or, a 
rancher with a welder mounted on a truck, 
or small utility vehicle, building miles of 
pipe fencing.”

The ZENA welding system produces 
special high frequency DC welding current 
in both standard and reverse polarity modes.  
According to Blazina, “High frequency DC 
welding current produces an extraordinarily 
fi ne bead and a welding joint with better ap-
pearance and fewer impurities than any stan-
dard AC/DC stick welder -- it even makes it 
easier for an inexperienced welder to hold 
an arc. Using a ZENA welder couldn’t be 
simpler.  When you want to weld, you just 
attach your welding cables to the power 
generator and plug-in a small control cable. 
Start your engine, set it to welding speed, 
and you’re ready to go.  If your engine is 
equipped with an optional engine speed 
control accessory, the welder automatically 
speeds up the engine when you start welding, 
and sets it back to idle when you stop.”

A truck kit, which includes an array of 
ZENA’s most popular accessories, including 
generic bracketing components, automatic 
engine speed controls, and quick cable dis-
connects, sells for around $1,100.  A basic 
welder, with no bells or whistles, ideal for 
farm tractors or small engine installations, 
sells for around $775. ZENA also has com-
pletely engineered custom bolt in bracket 
kits for virtually all American-made pickup 
trucks, and many larger American vans, built 
from the early 80’s to the present.  There are 
also custom bolt-in bracket kits for Peterbilt, 
Freightliner, International, Isuzu, Mitsubi-
shi, and Sterling trucks. While not necessary 
for the typical do-it-yourselfer, these kits 
are incredibly popular with ZENA’s busy 
commercial customers.
