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Generally, it only takes 3 or 4 days at
most to eliminate the “boss sow” problem
with the new feeder, says Delmar Lynch,
inventor-manufacturer. “Thekey is to have
a feeding stall for each sow in the group. At
first, the boss sow will busy herself pushing
others out of their stalls, They, in turn, will
rush 1o her empty stall. She soon discovers
that, if she doesn’t quit being boss, she
won’t get anything to eat.”

If you feed sows under roof and on a
concrete floor, you can buy the 8-hole feeder
“stripped “ (without lid and replaceable
metal floor in the feeding stations) for $700.
Add $60 for the optional lid, and $50 for the
optional metal floor.
