A starter kit is available that includes NPT
1/4,3/8, and 1/2-in. single wire couplers and
a mandrel set for cutoff wheel and cutoff
wheel. It sells for $95.95.

A farm/shop kit includes all parts in the
starter kit plus JIC 1/4 and 3/8-in. single wire
couplers and JIC and NPT 1/2-in. two-wire
couplers. It sells for $199.95. A deluxe kit
includes all parts included in the farm/shop
kit plus a JIC 1/2-in. single wire coupler, a
JIC 3/4-in. two-wire coupler, and NPT 3/4-
in. 2-wire coupler. It sells for $299.95.
